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White Wines
Rioja White (unoaked) 2006/07

Marqués de Caceres

Aclean and fresh white Rioja fermented in steel tank to
give a crisp aromatic style. This refreshing unoaked dry
white shows citrus and caramel flavours rounded by
gentle acidity.

Chardonnay (unoaked) 2007

La Playa, Colchagua Valley

A fresh, medium-bodied wine with a good structure,
balanced by a pleasant crisp acidity. This wine is ideal
for serving as an aperitif and a very good
accompaniment for cheese, white meats, fish and
seafood.

Chenin Blanc ~ Backsberg 2007

Western Cape

This Chenin possesses a ripe tropical bouquet of vanilla,
mango and peach. It is balanced and smooth on the
palate with a lemon-zesty finish

Pinot Crigio ~ Portenova, Veneto 2006/07
A typical Pinot Grigio from north east Italy with a
brilliant straw yellow colour, elegant perfume of acacia
flowers, almonds and dried fruit. A soft, well-balanced
palate combines citrus, exotic fruit and fresh apples

Sauvignon Blanc 2007

La Playa, Colchagua Valley

Pale green, highly aromatic wine with strong notes of
citrus fruits and flowers together with subtle yet
pleasant touches of fresh grass and ripe pineapples. To
the palate, it is fresh and crispy with a long and
pleasant finish.

Gavi ~ Tenuta Neirano, Piedmont 2006/07
The aroma is perfumed with honeysuckle and almond
and the palate is beautifully balanced, finishing with a
distinct bittersweet sensation that makes it a great
accompaniment to cold meats and fish.

Rosé Wines
Rioja Rosé ~ Marqués de Caceres 2006/07
Unlike red Rioja, the rosado is not aged in oak and
retains its natural vibrant freshness. This dry style is

very popular in Spain for its redcurrant and strawberry
character and fresh balanced palate.

Sancerre Rosé Domaine Crochet 2007
This excellent pale samion pink rosé is fresh with a
delicate perfumed bouquet, finishing well rounded
with exceptional poise
